Since not everyone is able to make it to the main event, this evening is the perfect opportunity to get to know the artists, and thank them personally for their support, especially this year, as we have given priority to artists and designers who have not yet been involved with Design Hope Toronto in the past. To our delight, 24 of the 26 artists this year will be first-time contributors. 

Design Hope Toronto is continually amazed and grateful to think that so many people we have never met are willing to lovingly toil over artwork and support our cause.  Without them we would not be able to do what we do.  This event is a very small thank you for their fantastic support and works.

Established in 1980, PARC serves the many low-income, former psychiatric patients in the Parkdale area. Following this theme, PARC is redeveloping 1495 Queen Street West for the creation of Edmond Place, a multi-unit affordable and supportive housing complex for people with mental health issues.
Design Hope Toronto is a volunteer initiative that shares the goals of the original Design Hope, founded in Hamilton in 2001. The Design Hope movement recognizes the critical role artists and designers play in articulating the human and political issues that affect our communities. Since 2005, Design Hope Toronto has raised over $32,000 for various homeless initiatives.
