Design Hope Toronto 2008:  Artists auction their work to fight homelessness

On the evening of Friday, February 8, Design Hope Toronto will hold its third annual auction of fine art and craftwork. 

Nearly 40 Toronto artists and craft practitioners have donated their work – paintings, photography and digital art, wood sculpture, blown glass and metal – all inspired by the theme of “shelter”. 

These one-of-a-kind pieces will be sold to raise money for Dixon Hall’s Homeless, Hostels and Housing Program, as part of a gala event that includes music, good food, and door prizes of art and services. 

Where:  The auction gala will be held at Modern Weave, 160 King Street East – the heart of the King East design district and of Dixon Hall’s service area.

When:  Auction - Friday, February 8, 7-10 pm. Preview – February 2-8
Who:  CBC’s Marcia Williams returns as this year’s host. Bill Kime of Waddington’s (and the Canadian Antiques Roadshow) takes the podium again as auctioneer.

Design Hope Toronto is a volunteer initiative that shares the goals of the original Design Hope, founded in Hamilton in 2001. The Design Hope movement recognizes the critical role artists play in articulating the human and political issues that affect our communities. Since 2005, Design Hope Toronto has raised over $17,000 on behalf of Dixon Hall.

Dixon Hall’s Homeless, Hostels and Housing Program stresses a “hand up” rather than a “hand out” approach to reducing homelessness, focusing on long-term solutions to improve people’s lives.
